Searching for information within a specific journal, magazine or newspaper:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Many times, a professor will want you to locate information within a recommended journal, magazine or newspaper within the field for an assignment.  To do this:
· Go to the library’s homepage (https://www.nwmissouri.edu/library/) 
· Beneath the Quick Search box, click JOURNAL TITLES
· Type the name of a journal, magazine, or newspaper (Educational Leadership)
· Click Full Text Access
· This shows you which databases contain the publication and the full-text years that are available.  
· For example, Educational Leadership is available from 1974-present in Academic Search Complete, but there are even more years available (1943-present) in Education Source
· Click the database with the longest full-text year range (click Education Source)
· You can either browse an issue of the publication by clicking the year, volume/issue/date in the right-toolbar (click PDF Full Text or HTML Full Text)
· OR you can search for a topic within the publication by selecting “Search within this publication”
· In the second search box, type a topic (comprehension) and click Search
